You can enroll for Fall Camp starting 11/1/2020. The actual Fall Camp for school aged
children will start as soon as we have eight students enrolled. Assisting students with
their online public school classes will be the main focus. Other educational enrichment
activities, per each student’s needs, will be provided during the day as well. Complete
lunch and mid morning and mid afternoon snack are provided as usual. Tuition informa-
tion is available on RHS website.

Children are fully expected to wear face coverings;
